General Provisions

1. Designation

The official name of the school is SMEAG GLOBAL EDUCATION 1st Campus shall be referred as SPARTA, 2nd
Campus shall be referred as CLASSIC, 3rd Campus shall be referred as CAPITAL, 4th Campus shall be referred
as GLOBAL SCHOOL, 5th Campus shall be referred as MELBOURNE, 6th Campus shall be referred as SMEPACE.

2. By laws Agreement
Students must sign the agreement of academic and admin part before they start their course at SMEAG GLOBAL
EDUCATION. By signing the agreement, the student agrees to observe all the rules and regulations.

3. Studying lifestyle

Students can live freely as long as the student keeps the school regulations. Before coming here, students should
have a travelinsurance or international studentinsurance in order to maintain safety

SMEAG is not liable for damages due to non-existence of insurance.

4. Refunds after expulsion

No refund will be made in case of expulsion due to improper demeanor of students.

Deposit will not be refunded in case of expulsion during the last week of enrollment and the deposit will be donated
with student's name.

5. Responsibility
The schooliis no longer responsible of the student after their graduation or expulsion.

6. Registration and Extensions

6.1 There will be one time non-refundable $100 registration fee

6.25 days (excluding legal holidays) after the application, an invoice will be presented. The tuition and dormitory
fees must be paid in full two weeks before the start of the enrollment

6.3 In case of extension, students must inform the administration office and apply at least 4 weeks in advance of
their graduation date. Payment must be submitted 2 weeks prior to the first day of extension. Failure to pay
their tuition fee 2 weeks in advance will result to automatic cancellation of their application.

6.4 After the registration and before the start of study, the departure date can be changed once only.
Succeeding changes will have a service charge of $100, but the dormitory or study period cannot be changed.

6.5 Tuition fee can not be forwarded and transferred.

6.6 Students are responsible for the additional costs of services below:

a) Visa extension fee : Visa extension fee should be paid to Philippines Bureau of Immigration depeding on
the duration of stay in the Philippines. Students should pay the full amount in advance.

b) SSP fee (Special Study Permit) : In order to get a certification to maintain student's legal status and to study in
the Philippines.

c) ACR I-CARD issuance fee : I-CARD is an identification card issued by the Philippines Bureau of Immigration
to foreigners from other countries staying in the Philippines in order to strengthen the supervision of foreign
tourists and prove the identity of foreign visitors.

d) Course and Dormitory change fee : Extensions, changing courses or dormitory may incur additional
charges in accordance with the provisions stated by SMEAG.

e) Others : Travel, medical costs, telephone costs, electric & water bill and personal allowance are the sole
responsibility of the student.

6.7 Students are required to write on the application any allergies, medical conditions or disability for the
protection of the school and other students. In case of extreme medical conditions, SMEAG reserves the right
to refuse the application.

7. REFUND POLICY
7.1 Pre-departure

a) Students may receive a full refund if they cancel at least 2 weeks prior to their scheduled departure date.
However, the registration fee will not be refundable.

8.1 Holding will be available if there are more than 4 weeks remaining in the enrollment period.
8.2 SMEAG will deduct 2 weeks (tuition and board) from the total duration and students can restart within 6 months.
8.3 VISA extension fee and SSP issuance fee will not be refunded. In case the students need a VISA extension or
SSP issuance [valid for 6 months), it is the student's responsibility to reapply.
8.4 Dormitory choice will be subject to availability.
8.5 Pick-up service will not be available.

9. Disclaimer Policy

9.1 SMEAG or its agents shall not be liable for cancelled or delayed flight schedules due to a natural disaster.

9.2 SMEAG is not liable for any accidents outside of its premises without the permission of SMEAG.

9.3 SMEAG is not liable for damage of property or life during travel, going out or stay-out.

9.4 Classes are held 5 days a week. However, SMEAG will not compensate for Philippines holidays, temporary
holidays and special holidays.

9.5 SMEAG has the authority to change its prices to adhere to the 10% (6 months) exchange rate and tax increase
in accordance with the relevant laws of the Philippines government. If necessary, SMEAG can change the
opening date or course curriculum & program for better quality of study.

9.6 SMEAG has the right to expel students who break the rules and regulations of the school. Students who
have absences without permission, commit acts of violence, bad attitude will be on grounds for expulsion to
maintain a positive academic atmosphere.

9.7 If students lead a meeting or gather a group for bad purposes and would cause SMEAG for damages,
SMEAG has the right to expel those students without any warning and ask for a compensation.

9.8 When students are expelled, SMEAG can relay the result to their parents and agents.

Academic Policy

1. Class Attendance and Class Changing

1.1 SMEAG has the sole discretion to arrange students’ class and teachers. Students can't make objections
without reasonable cause.

1.2 Students must be in their classrooms within 5 minutes after the bell, otherwise they will be marked as absent.

1.3 In order to maintain professionalism in the classroom, we ask students to refrain from wearing short skirts
or shorts and/or flip flops.

1.4 Students are allowed to change classes once in every 2 weeks. If students want to change the class, he/she
must fill out a change of class form with Students Assistant (SA) teachers on Thursday until 6PM. Priority for
teachers will be decided in consideration of attendance, warnings and study duration. Students can start
their reassigned schedule the following week on Monday.

1.51f there is a problem with a class due to a labor strike, unexpected circumstances or absences/ early
dismissal/ tardines of teachers, a substitute teacher will be provided.

1.6 It is only possible for students to be absent due to sickness, changing of flight, receipt of postal package with
manager’s permission in advance. The students will be required to submit an objective data, such as doctor's
certificate or postal receipt.

1.7 There will be a charge of 500 pesos for course changing after students start their course in the school,
and when it is not scheduled registration in advance.

2. Sparta Class and Weekly Mock Test Attendance

2.1 All students who arrive at SMEAG must be in accordance with the provisions of each campus and attend
morning and evening Sparta classes.

2.2 If a student’s attendance ratio is below 90% during the whole study period
a) 1st Center SPARTA Campus : Mandatory attendance during the whole study period.

2.3 Sparta class will start from the evening on the 2nd day.

2.4 Al SMEAG students must take a weekly mock test (PROGRESS TEST, CAMBRIDGE, IELTS, TOEIC, TOEFL)
in accordance with the regulations of each campus.

2.5 Students who fail to take a weekly test are subject for a warning based on SMEAG academic regulations.

3. SMEAG Graduate Certi(cate
A graduate certificate will be given to students in their last week who have attended more than 80% classes. If the
attendance ratio is below 80%, a graduate certificate will not be issued.

Admin Regulations

1. Dormitory Regulations

1.1 Dormitory room assignment is a unique privilege of SMEAG. All students must stay in the assigned room
unless there is an acceptable valid reason for change.

1.2 Students who wish to change their rooms due to personal reasons will be charged 500 pesos. (For chance of
campuses, 500 pesos will be charged from the 2nd attempt to change)

1.3 All students must reside in dormitory upon arrival at SMEAG and sign the dormitory agreement form. Failure
to abide by the rules and regulations of the dormitory agreement may result in expulsion.

1.4 Personal toiletries will not be provided by SMEAG and is the responsibility of the student.

1.51f an SMEAG employee has been accused of theft, SMEAG will not be held liable until after a thorough
investigation by authorities have been made.

1.6 All furniture is the sold property of SMEAG. Students who damage any property or remove them from the
school will be held responsible for full reimbursement.

1.7 Cooking and eating food are prohibited in dormitory room and public space in order to prevent fire problem,
or harmful insect and these behaviors can result to a warning and expulsion. Student can eat in the dinning
area or canteen only

2. Deposit Regulations

2.1 Upon arrival at SMEAG, an initial 3,000 pesos of room deposit must be made in order to protect the property
of the school and 100% amount is refundable if there is no problem.

2.2 P300 key deposit must be made upon arrival, since we have to change the door lock when student losts a room
key. If students don't lose the key, 100% of the amount is refundable.

2.3 P200 of E-Money Card deposit must be made upon arrival. E-Money Card deposit will be refundable if
students return the key.

2.4 Students are responsible for paying water and electric bill at the end of every month. Electric bill will be made
by members of the room depending on usage amount. Water bill will be charged 10pesos per day. Students can
check the electric meter when they are assigned in a room.

3. Curfew and Visit Regulations
3.1 All students must strictly adhere to the curfew regulations.

a) 1st Center, SPARTA Campus : Exiting the campus ground is strictly prohibited during weekdays. On friday,
students are allowed to go out and must return by 09PM. On weekends or holiday, students must return to
campus by 11PM.

b) 2nd Center, CLASSIC Campus : weekday curfew time is 9PM to 5AM and weekend & holiday
curfew time is 11PM to 5AM.

c) 3rd Center, CAPITAL Campus : Curfew time is 11PM to 5AM regardless of weekday or weekend.

d) Students who wish to go out or stay-out with acceptable reason will be approved by managers with
permission (In case of SPARTA Campus)

3.2 Students are strictly prohibited from entering the opposite gender's room. This will cause immediate
expulsion from the school if they cross the red line.

4. Alcoholic Drinking & Smoking Prohibitions
4.1 Bringing liquor/alcoholic beverages inside the campus is strictly prohibited. Violent behavior, vandalism, disturbance
of peace or fights after drinking will result to warning or expulsion according to the regulations of SMEAG.
4.2 In order to keep a pleasant dormitory environment and prevent the risk of fire, smoking is only permitted
in designated areas.
